Step 1 & / —

Place the Seat(A), Lower Leg Frame(B), and Upper Leg Frame(C) onto a clean,
non-marring surface.
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Step 2

Attach Upper Leg Frame(C) to Seat(A) using Bolts((D), Spring Washers(®)) and
Washers(®) with Allen Wrench(@) as shown above.
Tighten the Bolts fully in a sequential manner.

Step 3

Attach Upper Leg Frame(C) to Lower Leg Frame(B), and Seat(A) using Bolts(Q©),
Spring Washers(®) and Washers(®) with Allen Wrench(@) as shown above.
Tighten the Bolts fully in a sequential manner.
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Step 4

Adjust leveler to
balance chair on floor

Stand the Dining Chair up.

Adjust the Pre-installed Levelers at the bottom of the Lower Leg Frame(B), and

Upper Leg Frame(C) until the Chair is level with the ground.

Step 5

Your Dining Chair is ready for use.
